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From the Board President

Dear Members,

On behalf of the Board of Trustees of the Tucson
Museum of Art, it is my pleasure to present the
2010-2011 Annual Report. As the organization
continues to solidify its financial position while
offering dynamic exhibitions and educational
programes, it has been my honor to serve as Board
President for the last two years.

This past year, the Museum has enjoyed walking a
path of solid financial footing which reflects good
management and a dedicated staff. The strong
economic support from the community we've
received is heartwarming and an affirmation of
the excellent exhibitions, programs, and services
we offer on a daily basis. As we continue to
consider many exciting ways to further our historic
connection with the Tucson community, we look
forward to creating more gallery space on the
second floor of the main building, working with
the restaurant to expand their dining hours and
offerings, and extending our operating hours as
well as offering a multitude of diverse events to
bring the community together and “connect art
to life”

The outstanding exhibitions presented in each
of our core areas were a wonderful combination
of regional and local artists, impressive private
collections, and a whimsical take on the fine art
of glass in conjunction with a city-wide glass
festival. New this year was the availability of cell
phone audio tours during The Journey of Lewis and
Clark exhibition. The feedback we received was
so supportive of this program that we decided
to bring it back next year for all the exhibitions
starting with the fall blockbuster, Who Shot Rock
&Roll.

As the exhibitions and programs progressed, so
did the makeup of the Board of Trustees. Last
September we officially voted in I. Michael Kasser
and Harold H. Kitay as new board members. At
mid-year Amy J. Adams, Gail Birin, and Linda Robin
stepped in to fulfill some vacated terms and will
be officially voted in at the September Annual
Meeting. It's wonderful to welcome new members
who have fresh ideas and great enthusiasm.

On a sad note, the Museum suffered the loss of
three highly supportive members this past year.
Mel Ritter was a past board president, outstanding
volunteer, and donor for more than thirty years.
He played an integral part in the restoration of
the historic J. Knox Corbett house, and was a
talented artist and avid book collector. Our dear
friend and Chair of the Collections Committee,
Burt Lazar, passed last January. Burt’s constant
source of positive energy, his dedication to the
Museum, and his sense of humor always brought
a smile to those privileged enough to know him.
In honor of Burt and his late wife Brenda, the
Museum mounted an exhibition of their Mexican
mask collection in summer 2011 which is now part
of the permanent collection thanks to their sons.
Vivian Allen, a long time member and volunteer,
passed away peacefully last April. Vivian was an
active member of the League and Latin American
Art Patrons, as well as, a former member of the
Docent Council and Contemporary Art Society.
Many people will remember Vivian from her
generous monetary donation to the Museum
that kicked off last year’s Annual Meeting, and
her work on the Treasure House Estate Sale and
Designer Showhouse’s fashion shows. Each one
of these wonderful people played a special role
in the history of the Museum, and although they
will be dearly missed, we appreciate all their
contributions.

On behalf of the Board of Trustees, | want to thank
the staff and volunteers for their hard work and
dedication to maintaining the high quality of
exhibitions, programs, and events at the Museum.
I also would like to thank you the members,
whose support makes a tremendous difference.
We simply couldn’t continue to do what we do
without you. I look forward to the coming year
and hope to see you soon at the Tucson Museum
of Art.

YEAR IN REVIEW:
REPORT TO THE MEMBERS

The mission of Tucson Museum of Art is
“Connecting Art to Life.” In essence,

the Museum functions as an interpretive
intermediary between historic and
contemporary art practitioners and our
community. This call to public service is
manifested in all that we do, “inspiring
discovery, creativity, and cultural understanding
through meaningful aesthetic experiences.”
With its special art collections, wonderfully
unique exhibition spaces, five historic
properties, fine arts library, restaurant, beautiful
outdoor plazas, and an alternative arts-based
high school for promising youth, the Tucson
Museum of Art offers much more than a static
museum. It provides a vibrant community hub,
is a center for education, and an oasis from
which to explore our rich cultural heritage. Its
87 year history underscores the community’s
longstanding support and the institution’s ever-
increasing role as a central building block in our
great, livable city.

Documented throughout this Annual

Report you will find information about
collections growth, exhibition presentations,
educational programming, community
outreach, collaborative partnerships, support
organizations, and development efforts. It's
been a phenomenal year. And it seems like
the programming and events just keep getting
better, creating deeper and stronger ties
between TMA and the community it serves.

Despite the world’s economic challenges, TMA
is operating from a position of strength. Our
attendance is strong and the leadership of
the Board of Trustees and staff is cohesive and
experienced. We continually monitor, evaluate,
and adapt our budget in response to ever-
changing economic conditions and, despite
these challenges, the Museum remains fully
committed to advancing without compromise
its innovative scholarly exhibitions and
educational programs.

Due to vigorous donor support and careful
expense monitoring, | am proud to report

that the Tucson Museum of Art finished FY
2011 in the black and forecasts a balanced
budget for FY 2012. Special thanks must be
extended to James and Louise Glasser for
their incredible curatorial endowment gift.
This critical donation allowed the Museum to
formally create a new position: the James and
Louise Glasser Curator, Art of the American
West. Additionally, one of our longtime
volunteers and supporters, Vivian Allan,
made a most generous surprise gift to TMA's
general operating fund at last year’s Annual
Meeting. While that elation was later marked
with sadness by the news of her death, we are
all thankful to have had the opportunity to
celebrate our dear Vivian's philanthropy while
she was still with us.

Since 1975, when the Museum was first able to
commission a building of its own, the goal of
the Tucson Museum of Art has been to provide
meaningful, evocative, and aesthetically
pleasing experiences, as well as to facilitate a
broader understanding and appreciation of the
art of our region and the greater world in which
we live. The Tucson Museum of Art now faces
the unique challenge of presenting a wider
spectrum of art, beginning with the indigenous
peoples of China, Africa, and the Americas

and continuing on to the most cutting-edge
work being produced today. The Museum
must meet these challenges while remaining
attuned to dual considerations: the need for
additional space to accommodate a growing

collection of historic objects; and, at the same
time, honoring and respecting the galleries
dedicated to modern and contemporary art
forms. As the museum begins to modify and
expand its galleries to meet these demands,
the importance of the building’s architecture
becomes fundamental to the advancement of
these goals.

Last year, TMA embarked on a major project
to move the second floor administrative
offices out of the main building and transform
that area into a comprehensive showcase for
the Museum’s permanent collection of Latin
American Art; including Pre-Columbian, Spanish
Post-Colonial, and Folk Art from Central and
South America. The expanded gallery, when
viewed as a whole, will not only be a showcase
for great art, but of quality design and creative
planning, as well. We truly believe this can

be accomplished to the highest professional
standards while still making judicious use of
the institution’s limited financial and human
resources.

Today, we find that our Museum’s mission has
never been more challenging or consequential.
By providing unparalleled opportunities for
aesthetic engagement and inquiry, the Tucson
Museum of Art has become a community
gateway for Southern Arizona’s rich multi-
cultural heritage. TMA takes seriously its civic
responsibility to contribute to the vitality and
livability of our community. Our ever-evolving
plan reinforces the determination of nearly
nine decades of visionaries and contributors
who have all worked so diligently to make the
Tucson Museum of Art a firm and absolute part
of our community’s public realm—an engaging
civic centerpiece that can be viewed as the
public square of our time and a gathering place
for our coming together.

I once again thank you all, our wonderful
Museum family, for committing your time,
energy, talent, and financial resources to
connecting art to life in Southern Arizona.

Exhibition Highlights

This past fiscal year the Museum once again offered

a wide variety of exhibitions to the publicin its core
areas. From the impressive collection of contemporary
art from UA professor Douglas Nielsen to the
storytelling of Lewis and Clark’s journey by artist
Charles Fritz and the whimsical and thought provoking
glass installations and sculpture by brothers Einar and
Jamex de la Torre, the Museum continued to raise the
bar in both artistic integrity and quality. These major
exhibitions were complimented by exhibitions from
local artists: Judy Miller, Tom Philabaum, and Lawrence
Gipe, as well as New Mexico artist Bill Schenck. The
Museum also offered two permanent collection
exhibitions.

Thanks for Being With Us

July 17 - October 10,2010

Opening attendance: 560

Total attendance: 4,599

This exhibition was a rare opportunity to see a large
body of work by internationally renowned artists
brought together as a result of the personal vision of
one who has made it his life’s pursuit to enhance his
life with beauty and creative expression. University of
Arizona dance professor Douglas Nielsen’s impressive
private collection was amassed over forty years and
includes works by Ed Ruscha, Bruce Nauman, Richard
Serra, Claes Oldenberg, and Kiki Smith, as well as
prominent photographers Annie Leibovitz, Herb Ritts,
Cindy Sherman, Elliott Erwitt, and Diane Arbus. The
exhibition’s title, Thanks for Being With Us, is taken
from the title of a work on paper by noted California
artist, Ed Ruscha. To Nielsen, the title was a welcoming
greeting and a show of appreciation for those who
value art and/or are curious enough to become
exposed to new ideas.

The Journey of Lewis and Clark

October 23,2010 - January 23,2011

Opening attendance: 570

This monumental three-part exhibition gave a more
rounded understanding of the people and landscapes
that shaped our country’s history. All the objects were
drawn from one private collection.

Charles Fritz: An Artist with the Corps of Discovery — One
Hundred Paintings lllustrating the Journals of Lewis and
Clark. The Montana artist completed his first Lewis and
Clark painting in 1998 and his last one in 2008. During
those ten years he followed the explorers through their
journals to create one hundred oil paintings that tell of
the hardships and triumphs experienced by the Corps
of Discovery.

Michael Haynes — To the Western Ocean: Portraits of the
Lewis and Clark Expedition contain fourteen watercolor
portraits that brought the people behind the Corps

of Discovery to life. Lewis, Clark, York, and Sacagawea
are portrayed in individual portraits while the other
thirty members are shown in group portraits including
hunters, soldiers, blacksmiths, interpreters, cooks, and
musicians.

Thomas Jefferson’s West: At the Confluence of Art and
Exploration contains selections of paintings and
drawings that illustrate Lewis and Clark’s Corp of
Discovery expedition. The artists included in this
portion have each established a distinguished career
as painters and illustrators in the romantic and historic
depiction of a fascinating era in American history.

Borderlandia: Cultural Topographies by
Einar and Jamex de la Torre

February 12 - June 12,2011

Opening attendance: 890

Total attendance: 13,218

During a particularly contentious time in the
Southwest, Einar and Jamex de la Torre wryly, yet
pertinently address the dialectic of cultural plurality,
identity politics, popular culture, religion, and
geopolitics. Their medium is one that is steeped in

the European tradition of Italian glassblowing mixed
with the vernacular of the utilitarian glassware of
Mexico—beauty and functionality comingling like the
hybrid structure of their message. What makes their
work so compelling on a formal level is the vibrancy of
their forms, the explosive visual impact of their color
combinations, and the seductive nature of the shiny,
slick surface of glass. Equally riveting in their beautifully
expressive works is the message. At once humorous
and confrontational, their satirical sculptures and
installations expose stereotyping, historic revisionism,
and a popular culture obsessed with consumerism.

COMPANION EXHIBITIONS

Into the Void: Abstract Art, 1944 - 2008

July 17 - September 26, 2010

Selected from the permanent collection, this exhibition
celebrated the diversity of non-objective artistic
expression from the perspectives of Surrealism,
Abstract Expressionism, geometric abstraction, lyrical
abstraction, and Minimalism.

Judy Miller: Imaginary Dioramas

October 9, 2010 - January 30,2011

Photographing encapsulated moments from disparate
places and piecing them together to create new
realities, Judy Miller revealed the hidden flaws in
human society, and in particular, the cult of celebrity.

Alfeiiique: The Sugar Sculptures of
Guanajuato, Mexico

October 30, 2010 - January 9, 2011

This exhibit showcased the artistry of alfefique (sugar
sculptures), colorful and often elaborate folk art objects
that are sold at local markets in the weeks leading up
to Dia de los Muertos.

Approved Images: Lawrence Gipe

February 12 - June 5, 2011

Gipe's paintings recalled the late nineteenth-century
notion of a symbiotic relationship between nature and
industrialization and the glorification of the machine.

Tom Philabaum: Precarious Rocks
February 12 -July 10, 2011

This lively, colorful series, first explored by the artist
in 2007, was conceived as sculptures on the organic,
earthy theme of rocks composed of many parts

or fragments that seemingly defy gravity by their
precarious placement.

Bill Schenck: The Serigraphs

February 12-July 17,2011

Schenck’s serigraphs (silk screen prints) revealed the
serious, the playful, and the critical aspects of his
fascination with the West.

ONGOING EXHIBITIONS

Han and Beyond - The Renaissance of

China: The James Conley Collection

This exhibition features more than 100 works of art
from the Neolithic period (ca. 3,000 B.C.) to Qing
Dynasty (1644 - 1912), and offers a rare opportunity
to view remarkable objects drawn from nearly five
thousand years of China’s creative inspiration. This
exhibition will be on view until 2014.

El Nacimiento

In an intricate arrangement of hundreds of miniature
figures, the installation combines the symbolism of the
Spanish Colonial Catholic Church with the simplicity
and faith of everyday existence in rural Mexico. Some
of the scenes are from the Christmas story of the

Bible; others show traditional Mexican village life with
an accuracy that extends even to the tiny replicas of
kitchen utensils in the country dwellings. The glow of
a myriad of tiny lights binds the multifaceted collection
of scenes into a magical fantasy world.

The Tucson Museum of Art is a member-supported
organization that successfully ended the fiscal year with more
than 3,200 members — a 14% increase over the prior year.

A number of programs were introduced or refined to increase member benefits. In February,
the Museum began a new evening event. Art After Dark features nighttime gallery viewing,
live music, performance art, an old fashioned photo booth, cash bar, and other great art
experiences that are free for members. During the last three Art After Dark events, more than
1,200 guests reveled in and celebrated art in its many forms.

Mem bershlp AppreC|at|on Days gained in popularity so much so that
in the next year it will be expanded to Member Appreciation Weekend. During Membership
Appreciation Days, members receive double discounts in the Museum Store and are invited
on a welcome tour that gives new members an overview of the Museum and discusses
membership advantages. The North American Reciprocal Museum program, offered to our
Sustaining Level members and above, has become a favorite among members and now
features more than 500 participating museums and organizations.

In response to community feedback, last August the Museum launched a new program that
offered special memberships to high school visual art students and their art teachers. To date,
there are 146 students enrolled in this program from six different schools.

With all these improvements, the Membership Department looks forward
to another exciting year. We gratefully thank all of our members who have supported the
Museum in 2010-2011. The participation of our members enables the Museum to continue to
be a source of inspiration for visitors and to bring exceptional exhibitions and programming
to the community.

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The Museum’s Education department
is dedicated to serving and inspiring the Tucson
community by providing quality museum-based
art experiences for visitors of all ages. This

year, the Department focused on maintaining
and fostering already existing community
partnerships, while simultaneously making
connections with new audiences. Together,

the Museum'’s new and long-lasting programs
continue to foster life-long learners.

Partnerships with organizations such as the Pima
County Public Libraries, Tucson Unified School
District, and the Alzheimer’s Association Desert
Southwest Chapter (just to name a few) continue
to grow and flourish, while new initiatives with
organizations such as the Owl and Panther
Project and the Arizona School for the Deaf

and Blind have broadened the Museum's reach
within the Tucson community. The Education
Department is looking forward to continuing

all these programs and partnerships, while also
preparing for new and exciting adventures.

The Museum’s youth and family
programs continue to draw large audiences on a
regular basis. Picture This! Art for Families attracts
children and their adult companions monthly.
The Museum has also recently piloted two new
programs; smARTy Pants and Teen Scene have
been added to provide gallery and art-making
experiences for children 3 - 4 years old and
teenagers 13 — 16 years old. Thus far, both have
been met with great and increasing enthusiasm.

In addition to youth and family programs,

adult events attracted a broad range of visitors
enriching their experiences with the exhibitions
through a dynamic schedule of artist talks,

gallery tours with curators and artists, ceramics
classes, art history lectures in the community,
library talks, and much more.

The Davis Bilingual Magnet Elementary School
continues to participate in the after-school

art program every Wednesday, and we have
added a new homeschool program that takes
place Thursday mornings. These programs are
similar in that they offer school-aged children
the opportunity to view the art in the galleries,
and then make their own inspired artwork. This
past year, the Museum partnered with the Owl
and Panther Project, a program working with
refugee families that helps foster community
self-expression, healing, empowerment, and
learning through both the opportunity to view
the art within the galleries and to create their
own works of art.

The students at the Museum School
for the Visual Arts participated in several
important partnerships this year. Collaborating
with Stories that Soar! and students from the
Arizona School for the Deaf and the Blind,

MSVA high school students were given the
opportunity to work with elementary students.
The students worked together to illustrate
written stories and bind their collaborations into
books.

The Museum'’s Research Library
continues to share its wealth of information to
the public with nearly 2,000 visitors this year. Its
major project this year was the digitizing and
launching of an online archive of documents
and photographs entitled, Tucson Museum of
Art’s Historic Block Homes: A Window on Bygone

Days as part of the Arizona Memory Project. In
addition, the entire collection was shifted to
putitin proper order, and create some much
needed space for several major donations of
books. The Library’s hours changed this year. It is
now open the first Sunday of the month, which
has been popular with people who cannot visit
during weekdays.

These are just a few examples of the Museum's
ongoing programs. All of this could not be
possible without the generous support of
individual donors, foundation grants, dedication
of the volunteer docents and student interns,
and the hard work of the Museum'’s outstanding
staff. These combined efforts provided
educational opportunities for 18,554 children
and adults both at the Museum and within the
community.
